Sarah Chesney - Flourish: e-portfolios for continuing professional development 

The JISC funded Flourish project has been examining the use of  e-portfolios as a means of supporting staff CPD for the past two years at the University of Cumbria. Staff at the university have been given the opportunity to use an e-portfolio for a number of formal and informal activities including professional accreditation, annual appraisal and for assessment in a compulsory in-service professional.  This workshop will discuss the challenges and benefits of encouraging staff to engage in this way of recording and reflecting on their own CPD and the key findings from the Flourish project.

Gareth Frith - Reflection through Storytelling

This session will utilise the outcomes of the REFLECT 2.0 project, funded by JISC. The aim of the project was to develop reflection through Digital Storytelling and students in Medicine, Health, Performing Arts and Education/ICT developed digital stories using various technologies. The workshop will show some of the stories that were developed and discuss the use of the technology to create them. You will learn how students and tutors reacted to the experience and the technology and how that influenced their ability to learn through reflection. During the workshop you will have the opportunity to develop a story, discuss where and how to use DS and technologies for reflective learning.

Will Allen and Steve Boneham - Understanding Web2practice

A wealth of powerful web technologies, often referred to as Web2.0, are now available, allowing more sophisticated use of the online environment to enhance and support both teaching practice and also the professional development of teaching and learning practitioners.

It is often assumed that these technologies are intuitive, but does that mean no formal teaching or guidance is required? Where should new users begin? What do they need to know to harness these web2tools? What is the best tool for a particular purpose? And what are the risks?

During this interactive session, led by Will Allen and Steve Boneham of JISC Netskills, we address these questions. Both Will and Steve are professional trainers with years' expertise in the design, development and delivery of web technologies training. However, they openly admit that their practice has been disturbed by web2tools and a raised awareness of emergent practices within the HE community. They reflect on their changing practice within Netskills, the JISC Advisory Service that has been delivering quality training and staff development since the early days of the World Wide Web.

The new Netskills Web2practice guides will be demonstrated during this session. These guides, funded by the JISC Users and Innovation Programme, implement a new approach to skills development, providing both succinct practical guidance and examples of innovative practice with emergent web technologies by early adopters.
