Background Information
This continuing initiative, launched by Academy Scotland in the 2008-09 academic year, is aimed at encouraging the exchange and dissemination of good practices, at the discipline level, throughout the UK. The funding may be used to help colleagues attend conferences, network meetings and special interest groups organised (or jointly organised) by the Higher Education Academy and its Subject Centre network. Events must be held within the UK but outside Scotland.  
Please note that the event needs to occur before 31 July 2011 to be eligible for funding and applications received before 10 July 2011.

How to apply
Applications from staff and students in Scotland’s 20 HEIs are invited throughout the academic year 2010-11.  Bursaries will be awarded to a maximum value of £200 each.  Bids must meet the necessary criteria (see section 4 of the accompanying proforma) and we are hoping to support a range of institutions and discipline communities through this initiative.  The Academy Scotland team therefore reserves the right to ensure an even distribution of funds.
Colleagues are invited to submit an application using the proforma provided below.  Please note that successful recipients of the bursaries will be asked to provide a short account of how they used the funds and the impact that the event had in terms of helping to facilitate change within their department or institution.  The bursary will be awarded on receipt of this account, which must be completed within three months of attending the relevant event.  Eligibility for funding will expire after three months have elapsed.  Accounts may be published on the Academy's website or in a newsletter, with the permission of the recipient.

Please note that all applications must be approved by your Head of Department (or equivalent). 

Applicants will be informed of the outcome of their application within two weeks of its receipt.
