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Activities and progress

The Flying Start Project has already made significant progress in all of its three strands.

In the Practice Strand 15 writing transition mentors have been appointed and the peer mentoring programme has been developed. Mentees have also been selected from year 13 students who will focus on the development of their academic writing during their remaining time in Further Education.

The Community Strand is building a Pedagogical Action Research Network (PARN) of post 16 practitioners from schools, FE and HE. Post 16 practitioners are currently considering viable action research projects and we look forward to getting these underway in January 2009.

The Policy Strand, has begun to establish a policy group and has identified a number of potential policy formers to target as well as providing guidance as to the project’s research focus and outcomes.

This project, with its multilayered, interlocking strands is supported by a virtual collaborative environment. Moodle allows project participants to share documents, keep blogs and contribute to discussion forums and wikis. The project also has a new web base at www.hope.ac.uk/flyingstart, which will be developed into a permanent web site that will continue to support the work of the project long after its completion.
