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Activities and progress

The Flying Start Project is well established and gathering momentum.

In the Practice Strand at both Liverpool Hope and Derby Universities, mentors have been trained and mentoring programmes have begun. Evaluation protocols have been agreed at both institutions and data are already being collected.

In the Community Strand several cross- sector projects have been established. Some are already reporting their findings while others are due to begin in the coming months. In June a major cross-sector event, ‘Bridging the gap: Transitions in Students’ Writing, A Symposium’ was held. This brought practitioners from a range of institutions and the different sectors together to share experiences and gain insight into student writing issues.

The Policy Strand has produced its first scoping paper and has presented written and oral evidence at the parliamentary committee on Students and Universities. It has also been disseminated at a number of conferences.

The project has also been particularly successful in having several abstracts accepted for national conferences and will be presenting at these in the coming months. As the new academic year begins, we look forward to rolling the project out to five new institution partners and to the launch and establishment of our permanent website.
