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This special edition will explore the ‘student as producer’ (SAP) agenda, focusing on the role of the student as collaborator in the production of knowledge. ‘Student as Producer’ is an agenda developed at the University of Lincoln.  The ethos is central to the policy of research-informed teaching, hoping to transform it towards research-engaged teaching. The aims of the agenda at Lincoln are to develop ‘student as producer’ as an institutional priority, across all faculties and subject areas. In this way, students become part of the academic project of the University and collaborators with academics in the production of knowledge and meaning. More details are available at the University of Lincoln site for the student as producer.

While ‘student as producer’ is about developing the intellectual relationship between students and academics, it goes beyond narrow conceptualisations of student engagement: at the core of the project lies the question about the meaning and purpose of higher education: the idea of the university.  Submissions are welcomed addressing a number of themes associated with
the ‘student as producer’ ethos/agenda.  

These can be understood and interpreted as:

· short practice papers- reflecting examples of innovative teaching practice. Papers may offer a critical reflection of the role of students, their experience in projects and research informed teaching; 
· academic papers addressing the dynamic and changing face of HE at present. These may be critical papers challenging the ethos and the place of associated themes within teaching and learning;
· reflective papers on the place of employability within such developments in teaching and learning;  
· practice papers that demonstrate the application of the SAP ethos and the role of research within teaching.
The opportunity arising from this special edition is an engagement with the student voice.  This aims to highlight the innovative use of students in research, which  may be demonstrated by student audios on their role as researcher, or videos exploring how these have affected their perceptions of their role as students as producer. If podcasts are submitted we would ask for them to be supported by an accompanying commentary (up to 1000 words) to contextualise the piece.  

The following types of submissions are encouraged: research reports, academic papers, project or activity report and short reflective think-pieces or short essays.
